Position Summary:

Reports to the Director of Risk Management and is responsible for coordination of the multiple facets of the hospital's Risk Management Program which include assessment, identification, evaluation and reporting of risk management activities. Assists director in developing and providing educational programs for all hospital personnel; and in establishing program objectives regarding surveillance, and focuses on risk control and reduction. Coordinates and facilitates the organization's Patient Safety Plan with special emphasis on implementation of compliance strategies for the National Patient Safety Goals as required by the accrediting body.  Supports risk function in clinical variance, near miss, sentinel event and legal situations through medical record review.  Reviews occurrence reports to identify events that require intensive analysis or additional follow up with department managers.  Performs quarterly analysis of risk events to identify trends and makes recommendation for performance improvement.  Responsible to support hospital defense through proper documentation completion, staff preparation, and by acting as the hospital liaison as required in all legal proceedings.  The position will also support the Risk Management function in other duties as assigned by the Risk Director. Duties are performed independently and are reviewed periodically by the Risk Director.
Requires two years previous experience in risk management and current RN license.
